Founded by Edward Haworth and,  after 

five years of hard work, officially  

registered in Thail and, GOH has been 

providing regular doses of happiness to  

thousands of children in the form of 

laughter, and ongoing assistance in the  

form of donated clothing, school, 

domestic supplies, medicines, books and 

toys.  
 
Here's how it works:  

Eddie, and his team  of volunteers, put the word out that a week - long upcountry  trip or a single 

day project at an orphanage, slum, HIV Centre or an  abused women and children's safe house 

has  been booked.  They then solicit donated  materials of all kinds from people in Bangko k and do 

what they can to generate the  funding that will cover the costs for the trip.  

 

 

 

A typical 6 -day trip will cost approximately  baht 

45,000 (@USD1, 500 or Euro 1,100)  and Eddie 

relies on past donors (both  individuals, 

corporate and non -profit) and  new donors to 

help defray  operational costs and the monthly 

ñhardò costs (donation collection, local day 

visits, fuel and administration) of baht 16,000. 

If it doesn't, Eddie covers the  balance .

supplies, clothing , agricultural equipment and more useful goods.  W e have redistributed those 

goods to many worthy groups and individual families in Thailand  who are in great need of our 

support.  

¶ We have performed comi cal shows for more than 1 00 ,000 people in Thai Schools,  Migrant Schools , 

Refugee Camp s, Orphanages & Slum Communities , Safe houses for abused or aband oned people, 

HIV/AIDS Centres,  Hospitals and Charity Gala events.  

¶ We have been instrumental in providing s ome much 

needed medicines  and medical supplies to the Mae Tao 

Clinic in Mae Sot, Thailand.  

¶ We have been given the rent - free use of our registered 

office within the existing office of Bangkok travel 

company, DTC Travel.  They have continued to offer us 

thei r office space and have also allowed us to collect 

donation s and store them in the building.  

¶ Eddie Haworth became the  Volunteer Operations Director 

for the foundation.  He has provided the necessary  

government fees and legal costs required for the proper 

registration of the foundation and he continues to provide 

on -going financial support as needed for our continued 

growth.  He has donated the use of his two personally 

owned vehicles for the regular use of the foundation and 

continues to fund all maintenan ce and most running costs 

for this much needed transportation.  

¶ We have employed two unpaid volunteer assistants , Will Heron (Project Coordinator)  and  Paul Callihoo 

( International Coordination Director)  who are actively engaged in administration duties, fun d raising 

meetings and organising events sponsored by companies in Thailand and International ly .  We have 

periodically engaged more volunteers to help us during individual projects that we have produced 

throughout the year.  

¶ During the past year, Eddie Hawo rth , Will Heron and  Paul Callihoo have raised cash donations from  

individuals and small businesses in Bangkok  and  abroad .
