We filled two trucks with 

over fou r tons of donations and then loaded Clown Eckieôs Clown TukTuk onto a trailer.  

¶ We departed from Pathom Thani in two pick -up trucks and the TukTuk trailer. One of the trucks and 

the trailer was donated for use for the whole tour by Khun Anukorn of Jirakorn Co., Ltd. Klong Toey, 

Bangkok and the second truck was donated by Clown Eckie from Pathom Thani.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

¶ We arrived at the cheapest reasonable hotel in Mae Sot and unloaded the TukTuk from the trailer. A 

meeting took place and the weeks schedule f or shows and giving donations was re -confirmed with 

the volunteers and film crew from Al Jazeera.  We also spoke with Ms. Lena Weller from a locally 

situated German based N.G.O. óHelp Without Frontiers ô, who helped with organising some of the 

locations for  our shows during the week to come.  

¶ Four volunteers and Eddie Haworth visited the office of Help without Frontiers with one truck driven 

by volunteer, Terry Sherwood and the Clown TukTuk being driven by Clown Eckie. We were guided 

by Lena Weller, to the fi rst migrant school of the tour Noh Bo Deh School,  which is situated in a 

forested village close to the Thai/Burmese border.  

¶ We arrived at the village school and set -up the show equipment ready for the performance which 

began at about 11.00.am. We stayed in  the village to interact with the children, parents and 

teachers until about 12.30.pm.

¶ Due to the remote location of the village... Lunch had to be about 20 kilometres away in the nearest 

restaurant and close to the friendship bride on the Th ai Burma border near Mae Sot.  

¶ After lunch, we arrived at the second show of th e day in the village where the Pa Yan Daw School is 

located. The show started after set -up, at about 3.15 pm. We held the performance in the village 

Wat (temple)  meeting place o n the edge of the village which is situated within another forest. We 

stayed to interact with the children until about 4.30pm and then started the long TukTuk and truck 

drive back to the hotel base in Mae Sot where we arrived at about 6.00pm.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

¶ We held production meetings with the TV crew and 

decided the best way to organise the next days filming 

of a show for the children who live on the garbage 

dump near Mae Sot.  

¶ The film crew and a local translator set -off early with 

one of our volunte er drivers to record interviews with 

some of the families who would be attending the show 

later that day. Once they arrived at the location, where 

the garbage dump school is situated, t hey made good 

use of their time by interviewing and filming some of 

the  people who were to become part of the Al Jazeera 

world news article about their plight.

¶ Clown Eckie arrived in the TukTuk and was war mly greeted by the children of Sky Blue school  who 

had been gathering for most of the morning, so they would be sure  not to miss any of our silly clown 

shows. They were also aware of the donations that were about to be handed out and of course, 

everyone eagerly waited to receive the gifts after the show.  

¶ The show started and all the children, some parents and volunteer teachers enjoyed the buffoonery 

of the clown show which on this occasion  was help ed along this time with a n existing power supply. 

Past shows at the old school on the dump needed a generator to produce  the important electricity  

thatôs needed during the shows.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 
 

 

 

 
 

¶ Following the show, we arranged about two tons of clothing and toys to hand -out to the children and 

their parents. We also developed a separate table with some essential educational equipment 

including writing books, pencils an d learning charts to give to the teachers. Clown Eckie and some of 

the teachers spent the next hour or so handing out the goods while most of the volunteers were 

helping the TV crew with interviews and filming outside the school itself.  

 

 

 

 

   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

¶ We were just about ready to leave the location when one of the trucks struck something sharp in the 

muddy ground and the front tire blew -out. Normally that wouldnôt be a big problem, but on this 

occasion we couldnôt change the tire due to a lack of proper tools for the job.  We had to enlist the 

help of a friend in Mae Sot who travelled to the location and took the ruined tire back to town to buy 

a replacement at a cost of almost 5,000 Baht. This kind help came from a past sponsor of our 

organisati on, Khun  Pong of Y Sports Shop  in Mae Sot.

¶ With the truck fixed, everyone made their way back to the hotel where 

there was lots of editing and posh lap - tops being used to get the 

translations and basic editing done ready for publication on TV.  Hereôs 

a link to the  Al Jazeera article :   

¶ On our last day of the tour and we had plan ned to visit another school 

then leave Mae Sot to return to Bangkok around lunchtime. Before we 

started out to visit the scho ol we held a meeting with Mr. Thanzin who 

is a Burmese/English translator and volunteer worker in Mae Sot. He is 

also a good friend of our organisation and helps us on most of our 

visits to the region.  During that meeting, we learned that some 

essential e quipment (a generator) which we gave to a Menôs Health 

Centre about six months ago, had br oken down. Operations Director, 

Edward Haworth had to make a decision to collect the broken generator 

and try to get it fixed back in Bangkok, then return it on our n ext visit.  

The men have no other way to have lighting or to see the TV that we gave them some months ago.  

When one of our volunteers Terry Sherwood heard this, he offered to buy a new generator for the 

men at the health centre. We went straight to the ge nerator shop and Terry bought a new one as 

well as some fuel to run it.  

¶ Once we had the new generator we set -off to visit the Best Friend Migrant School  which is situated 

too far away for the TukTuk to travel. This school also requires a four wheel drive t ruck to negotiate 

the rough terrain where itôs located. 

¶ Due to the lost time buying the generator, we arrived much later than was plan ned.  The children 

were all waiting to see the show and looking forward to receiving more goods , s o we quickly set -up 

some  show equipment and unloaded some donations to give them.  No time for changing into 

costume at this show.  The clown puts his make -up on in front of the children which makes it easier 

for them to see that heôs not something to be afraid of. So this took place as usual and the children 

then went on to see the funny fat clown making a fool of himself while giving them another rare and 

happy memory for life.  

¶ We handed -out clothing and some school bags for all the children. This is very useful for those 

childr en as they often have to walk many kilometres to get to school with only a plastic bag to carry 

their books and often one set of very shabby clothes to wear for the whole school week.

¶ As we left the school, our guide and good friend to ld us that heôd also booked a show at another 

school on that day  but forgot to put it on our schedule .  We knew the children would be waiting 

excitedly to see the clown. So it was onto the KGA School which is located on the mountain road 

leading to Umpang.  We last visited this school about five years ago before it was developed by the 

dedicated head teacher. On our last visit we performed a show in a drainage gully where the children 

often played when it wasnôt raining.  On this occasion we found they had m anaged to build two new 

school rooms using money saved from the sale of goods grown and raised thro ugh their sustainable 

projects, i ncluding, fish breeding in concrete tanks, growing flowers and mushrooms inside and 

behind the class rooms.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

¶ We departed from the school and were now very late 

to start our return journey to Bangkok. But we still 

had to de liver the new generator to the Menôs Health 

Centre. This very basic wooden dwelling is situated on 

a remote part of a hillside ab out ten kilometers from 

the nearest town. The number of men living here has 

recently grown from five to seven; with most men 

suffering from HIV related sickness and one with an 

advanced cancer that canôt be cured. 

¶ We arrived at the health centre and quick ly unloaded 

the new generator  then said a quick hello to the men 

and one lady volunteer helper. Then we took the 

broken generator away, to fix and give to someone -

else later.  

 

 

¶ Back to Mae Sot to load the TukTuk onto the trailer. Then a quick change and sh ower before 

delivering the last of the donations to the office of Help Without Frontiers. We were happy to put our 

trust in them and take advantage of their offer to deliver the remaining donations to some of our 

preferred schools and migrant communities i n the area.  This was done during the next morning and 

the children were very happy to receive the goods.  At these places: Ah Yone Oo School/Relocation 

Centre (Toys, Menôs Pants and their sewing workshop received more large clothing).  Noh Bo Deh 

School ( toys, girl ôs clothes, shoes, baby things and mosquito nets).   More toys for P'Yan Daw school 

children.  

¶ The long journey back to Bangkok started at the petrol station at the foot of the mountain that we 

had to drive over in a very heavy tropical storm. The rest of the journey was also made very slow by 

the worsening weather conditions. We had to dodge many fallen trees and avoid some accident 

debris along the way, while trying to see our way through the storm. The TukTuk on an open trailer 

was damaged by the  storm and was unusable until we could make expensive electrical repairs.

¶ We  arrived back in Pathom Thani  at midnight on the last day of the tour, then we had to  unload the 

TukTuk and send the trailer and truck back to itôs base in Bangkok. We eventual ly f ound a taxi for 

volunteer, Terry Sherwood to go back to Bangkok around  01.30am.   Everyone safely back home and 

this project and tour declared closed.

The remainder 

of these tools wil l be handed -out during February and March 2011 when we visit a vocational 

agricultural training program near Mae Sot, refugee camps and migrant farming communities in Tak 

province.
